Suggested Supply List 

 
Tent – All tools necessary for setting up tent and clearing area (hammer, ect.) 
Tarps -  for base of tent; as extra rain fly 
Sleeping Bags 
Air Mattresses or Cots (Pump and batteries for air mattress) 
Pillows 
Blankets 
 
Dust Pan and Broom (to clean out your own tent) 
Lantern, Flashlight (with extra batteries) 
Folding Table 
Rug/Doormat (to place outside the entrance of tent) 
Clothesline/Pins (to hang up wet towels and clothes) 
Wagon (stongly recommended) 
Stroller 
 
Formal Scout Uniform and Tie (if you have one) 
Rain Gear and Umbrellas 
Warm Pajamas 
Socks, Underwear 
Shorts 
Jeans 
HikingBoots/Gym Shoes 
Sweatshirts, Sweatpants 
Jackets – light wind breaker and heavier warm one 
Towels- hand, wash, bath 
Bag for Dirty Clothes 
Fanny pack to hold things for iškylas 
 
Beach Towels 
Bathing Suits and cover-ups 
Toddler and Child Life Jackets 
Beach Toys – buckets, shovels, balls, Frisbee, ect. 
Sunscreen, Sunglasses, Hat 
Beach or Camping Chairs 
Sandals or Beach Shoes 
Beach bag 
 
Mosquito Repellent (atleast 2 cans) 
PersonalToiletries (toothpaste, toothbrush, deodorant, shampoo, soap, ect.) 
Personal First Aid Kit (bandaids, Bactine, antibiotic cream, tweezers, scissors, ect.) 
Digital Thermometer and disposable probe covers (for personal use) 
Medications for self and child  (Tylenol, Motrin, allergy, ect.) 
Benadryl or Cortisone Cream (for bug bites) 
Baby Wipes (for handwashing needs also) 
Paper towels 
Kleenex 
Diapers 
Ziploc bags (especially for diapers) 
 
Child‘s Favorite Toys/Stuffed Animal (for bed time)/Art Supplies – strongly recommended 
Dad‘s old T-shirt to be used during messy crafts 
Thermos, Coffee Mugs, Small can of ground coffee to contribute to communal coffee maker, or tea bags  
Cooler, water 
Camera, Film, Batteries, Camcorder 
Alarm Clock, Watch 
Stationary, Stamps 
Glasses/Contact Lenses/Lens Care Products 
Insurance Cards and Phone Numbers (in case of emergency) and baby book (immunization/check up record)
